Kindergarteners are becoming
increasingly  independent on  the
computers and are continuing to
strengthen some of their academic skills
in the computer lab. They are learning to
manipulate shapes. They extended this
idea of the manipulation of shapes by
exploring different  triangles, and
recognizing that because they still had 3
straight sides and 3 angles, they were still
triangles! They are also learning to copy

and paste rather than recreating objects
over and over again.

First graders are doing an amazing job of
creating documents in Microsoft Office
Word.  They revisited the concept of
ordinal numbers, and copied and pasted
text rather than rewriting the same
sentence ~ and utilized the symbols on the
keyboard. They then created another
table in Word and formed patterns with
clip art.

Second graders finished their PowerPoint
presentations about Meriden. They did an
amazing job of identifying places in
Meriden that they had seen, and writing
about these places in their own words.
They used the computer to explore how
you can flip, turn and slide two and three
dimensional shapes, and still retain the
characteristics of the original shapes. They
also explored some of the animals unique
to Australia, and created an Inspiration
web of some of these animals.

After finishing their research on Mexican
holidays, third graders brought it closer to
home! They researched state parks in
Connecticut and created a poster to let
other people know about these parks.
Many we re excited about the possibility of
visiting these parks with their families and
friends over the Summer.

Fourth graders created a web of their
selected Biome in the software program
Inspiration. They are identifying the
climate, animals and plants of th  eir Biome,
and produced a graphic representation of

it. They now narrowed their research to a
specific rainforest animal, and are creating

a brochure about their animal.

They are utilizing a picture of them selves,
removing the background, and placing
themselves in a different space like DC,
France, underwater or even outer space!

On May 25" and June 6 %, over 150
students from grades 1 -5 competed in
several fastest facts competitions. After
classes determined who would represent
them for the all school competitive rounds,
students raced against each other from
different grades in addition, subtraction,
multiplication and division.

From grades 1 & 2 students had to
accurately complete 50 addition facts,
while students from 3 @ and 4 t grades had
subtraction examples and 5 % graders were
challenged by a combination of
multi plication and division.
